After School Clubs

We run a Gardening Club as part of our after-school enrichment activities, giving our children hands-on
experience with nature and the opportunity to learn about plants, ecosystems, and sustainability. The
benefits of Gardening Club are immense: children develop patience, responsibility, and teamwork as they
work together to nurture the garden. They also gain a sense of accomplishment seeing the plants grow and
thrive, which builds confidence and a connection with the environment. We were also thrilled to discover a
frog in the garden—a wonderful surprise that gave everyone a chance to learn about local wildlife and
sparked even more excitement




Speeches
